Dear Parents,

Welcome back to Term 2. We hope everyone had an enjoyable and restful holiday. We look forward to another busy term ahead.

Here is an outline of the plan for Term 2.

Talking and Listening

We will continue with our topic talks for talking and listening this term. An information sheet outlining your child’s day and the topics was sent home at the end of last term. 

Literacy Groups

We will begin Literacy groups week 3. They will be on Monday to Thursday mornings (except for assembly and primary pals weeks) from 9:20 to 10:00am. Thank you to Kim who has prepared a roster for those parents who have offered to help on these mornings.  Thank you, we appreciate your time. 

Spelling

Spelling will follow the same routine as last term. On Mondays students will be introduced to the spelling words for the week, which will be followed up with supporting activities. Each student will be set a list of words appropriate to their level. 

Whilst we will discuss the words in class, children will also need some assistance in practising their spelling at home.  

On Friday there will be a spelling test.

Writing

This term we will be focusing on factual recounts and explanation writing as well as building on sentence structure.

Maths Groups

This term we will introduce Moneysmart activities as well as continuing to build on number skills, addition and subtraction, multiplication, measurement and space and geometry activities.

The children are grouped according to their ability and will be extended and supported where necessary.

HSIE and Science

This term we will be focusing on two units, ‘Workers in our Community’ and ‘Watch it Grow’.

In the HSIE unit ‘Workers in our Community’ we will discuss different occupations and how people in our immediate and wider community assist us in daily life.

In the science unit ‘Watch it Grow’ we will be investigating life cycles and how some living things reproduce and grow.

PE, Personal Development and Health 

The children will be beginning the ‘Live Life Well’ program activities. This term will be concentrating on gymnastics and fundamental skills in PE. Tuesdays and Fridays will continue to be our sport days.

We will be also revising Road Safety during our health sessions.

Library

Library will continue to be on Fridays, Please send in a library bag with your child’s name clearly labelled so that students can borrow.

Homework
Homework will begin in week 2 and will continue with the same format as last term. Spelling homework and new home readers will be sent home on Mondays and due on Fridays.  It would be helpful if homework folders could be at school on Monday at the latest to assist with sending notes home as well as homework. If your child misplaces or doesn’t receive their homework, please let the teacher know and a spare copy will be provided. 

Crunch and Sip
We will be continuing with a Crunch and Sip break. Could you please pack a small named container with cut up fruit or veg for your child to eat at this time.

Class equipment

Please ensure your child’s pencil case is replenished so they have the basic equipment needed for their daily work. In particular, writing pencils and glue sticks which we use daily. Please ensure everything including the pencil case is clearly named.

Please label your child’s hat and clothing to ensure we can return things if they become lost.

Please be aware that the DET has very strict procedures about absences. ALL absences need to be followed up with a written explanation (i.e. sickness or leave). Extended absences of 3 weeks or more need approval and should be applied for well in advance of the proposed leave period.
