Homework Policy 

Outcome:  Students will reinforce classroom activities and establish sound work habits through homework provided.

Aims:

Homework is a three way partnership – children, teachers and parents.

It is intended to:

· consolidate work already learned;
· extend and enrich the children; and
· develop children’s interest, knowledge and skill.

It is not intended to be:

· punishment;
· traumatic; or
· counter productive.

Homework Grids:

The homework grid system is a holistic system incorporating a variety of activities and development of life skills. These still incorporate the usual drill and practice activities.

As a consequence classes have the option of using the Homework Grid system.

Implementation:

The school will:

· Provide and keep an agreed policy statement on homework;
· Aim towards developing in the children “Perceptive Understanding; Mature Judgement; Responsible Self Direction; and Moral Autonomy”     in accordance with the Aims of Primary Education; and
· Acquaint parents with the policy.

Teachers will:

· Set homework on a weekly basis. (Homework to be set Mondays and returned Fridays.)
· Mark and/or supervise all homework completed;
· Encourage the study habit;
· Note and attempt to overcome problem areas;
· Challenge the children and extend their abilities and
· Ensure that homework tasks are, in the main, consolidation of familiar work and not new work.

Children will:

· Report any difficulties to the teacher on the following day; and
· Complete and hand in all homework on the appointed day.  

Parents will:

· Be aware of, understand and support the school policy;
· Give special social circumstances precedence over homework if and when such occasions arise and notify the teacher in writing;
· Direct the children to the teacher for solution of any difficulties;
· Help with the homework if needed;
· Encourage children to complete their homework with neat presentation; and
· Provide extension activities as needed e.g. Scrabble, projects, hobbies, family discussions of current events, books to read.

Homework may include activities in any of the Key Learning Areas. This might involve:

· Spelling, including usage, dictionary activities, rules, editing and other applicable activities;

· English literature and grammar activities;

· Reading aloud, silently and/or being read to each night;

· Preparation of public speaking tasks;
· Assignments and research;
· Mathematical activities including drill and practise of tables; 
· Complete social tasks if it is a Grid homework sheet; and
